Here is a list of specifications we require from the PA. If there are any concerns with any of the requirements please let us know and we can discuss.

A high quality stereo PA with a frequency range of 20Hz up to 20Khz.
The PA should include subs (no vocal PA’s) and handle levels up to 110dB’s with no distortion (even where there are dB limits we do not want the PA distorting at the dB limit of the venue).
The PA should not be limited below 110dB’s. Please contact us to discuss if this is the case.
We require a mixing desk with at least 32 channels with a parametric EQ on every channel, 8 auxs, and sweep-able hi-pass filters. I will also use 4 channels with parametric EQ for the two stereo FX returns.
We need a three-way monitor mix with 6 monitors all with a 31 band graphic equaliser.
We need a graphic equaliser on the front of house PA, in stereo with at least 31 bands each (left and right). 
We need 14 compressors (preferably BSS, DBX or similar). 
1 tall boom stand and 1 small boom stand all with own mic clips.
We need 11 DI boxes.
We need two FX units with separate sends and returns to the desk (preferably either TC electronic M-One, M2000, M3000 or M4000).

VISUALS REQUIREMENTS
We will require a HDMI input into a high quality projector (provided by the venue) from stage left.
If indoor we require indoor 6-12K  , 0.7-1.1 lens and if outdoor we require 12-20K lumens ,  0.7 - 1.1 lens.
Suitable projectors are Christie, Barco or Panasonic.
HDMI to cat5/6 or Fiber adaptors 
Cat5/6 or Fiber extensions (10 to  30 meters)
*** VERY IMPORTANT *** - Please double check with management on the following which is dependent on each venue: 
Wall Space for Projections - Send the floor plan of the venue and photos of the venue with accurate measurements.  We need this to assess the wall space for the projections. 
Truss - depending on your venue, we might need a truss.

BACKLINE REQUIREMENTS

We require 3 rustic wooden tables of the following measurements: 
Table Stage Left (50cm Height, 90cm Width, 200cm Length) with 2 stools (45cm Height, 35cm Width, 35cm Length) 
Table Centre Stage (100cm Height, 90cm Width, 100cm Length) no stool. 
Table Stage Right (50cm Height, 50cm Width, 100cm Length) with 1 stool (45cm Height, 35cm Width, 35cm Length) 

VERY IMPORTANT

On some shows we do not travel with Corey our singer. In which case we will not require the following:
Channels 9, 10 and 13
The Table Centre Stage (100cm Height, 90cm Width, 100cm Length) no stool. 
Or mix two with two wedges.

Please contact us in regards to whether we will be traveling with Corey or not.

DECOR REQUIREMENTS

The concept of the live show is a sit down listening experience. 
We require: 
comfortable cushions
decorative carpets
low tables
ambient lighting ie. battery powered candles, soft lighting away from the stage
and whatever necessary to create a comfortable environment for guests to enjoy the show. 

We also have 2 suitcases full of decorations for the show that we will be bringing with us and that we will need someone from your team to setup if we do not have our decorator with us on tour.
